Exterior Body: 

Clean grease with cloth. Apply a small amount of stainless steel 
solution and wipe with dry cloth.

Filters: 

The grease �lters should be cleaned frequently (every two 
months of operation, or more frequently for heavy use). You can 
either clean the �lters by hand with warm detergent solution and 
then rinse. Or you can use your dishwasher to do the cleaning.
